Recently Emi and Loredana wrote this report about
the work in Malawi:

Starting with the month of January we started to
help two orphans that live with their uncle close to
the place where we are building the mission house.
We started with giving them food and sending
them to school. Because they could not afford pay-
ing the tax they had stopped going to school. So

. discussed this with the director and, paid the tax
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that the Lord will help us to take care of more of
the orphans who are around us. Our desire is to
open a Christian kindergarten where the orphans
and very poor children can come to receive a Chris-
tian education and to get a good meal each day. In

about 40 children and 30 to 35 teenagers (aged 10-
15 years old) coming. Loredana has a special study
about the BIBLE. Most of these children come from
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relaxation on the mountains of Zomba. We had a
very good time, enjoying the great nature God cre-
ated for us, and celebrating the birth of our Lord
Jesus. On Christmas day our son Samuel had ma-
laria. We were a bit sad about that, but even this
trial could not take away the joy that we have in
the Lord. We praise Him that Samuel is now fine.
Please pray together with us, that the Lord will
strengthen him, because his body is weak and he
has a lack of iron because of the malaria treatment.
On 25" we had fellowship with the brothers and
sisters from the church. We had a special time be-
cause Malawians
are not wused to
celebrating Christ-
mas so we had the
opportunity to
speak to them
about the Lord Je-
sus. The Lord
blessed us, and
through the giving
of some brothers
and sisters we were
able to buy some
gifts for about 200
children. Some of
these children are

Recently we were able to buy some
from Child Evangelization Fellowship of Malawi.

Recently Gabi wrote an en-
couraging report about the
work in Cahul. Here are some
extracts.

1. Bible Course Work: The
work with the course takes
much of my time. We now
have 515 people that study
with us and it is a lot of re-
sponsibility because some of
them have hard questions that take time to answer.
I need wisdom and prayer for this work. lonel and
Andrei work every day with me. There are many
things to be done, including visiting those who live
near us and sending out New Testament and Bibles
to others.

The Lord answered our prayers regarding the
problems at the Post Office. At one stage we only
received half of our letters. But now things have
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when you look back and realize that we started
with only 23 participants and now there are 515
and the number is growing every day. It just keeps
spreading. Now we have people write from all
over Moldova. Recently we have found how the
work started in a village called Colibashi. Last year
we distributed calendars to a brother in Brinza
which is the next village. The brother gave some to
a teacher in Colibashi and the teacher gave some to
her students and the students gave to their relatives
and now we have in that village 143 people that
study with us! Praise the Lord!

2. Medical College Work: We visit the college
every Monday at 6 pm. There are about 400 stu-
dents in 2 buildings. Some came to us after the
meeting was over and asked for calendars. Please
